Dear Parent / Guardian,  
 
Welcome back: We hope you have enjoyed a pleasant and restful half 
term break as we all return to school on Monday, 6 November (week 1) 
 
Effective marking and feedback: We are continuing to focus on piloting 
different approaches to marking and feedback.  Departments will be 
looking at varying their feedback and on increasing time for pupils to 
respond to the guidance given.  Our focus will be on marking effectively 
rather than marking every piece of pupils' work.  Educational research 
informs us that receiving oral feedback in lessons (live assessment) and providing opportunities for pupils 
to respond and reflect on their feedback are important features to encourage real progress.  Pupils may 
also hear their teachers talking about “Tasgau Her Uchel” (Challenge Tasks). These tasks will be important 
as we aim to track and monitor pupils progress more effectively.  We hope to share more information with 
you on this important development work, during the year.  
  
New phone system:  Over the half term we have installed a new phone system in school and we have been 
advised that it may take a few days to transfer the old numbers over to the new system.  Our main 
reception lines will be fully operational, however some of our internal lines may be out of use during this 
first week.  The new system should be fully installed by Monday 13th November.  If you experience any
